PROPERTY UPDATE

While services ended on Labor Day
Sunday, the work of the Property Committee
and volunteers continued into the fall. Both
members and a paid contractor completed
many projects both inside and outside the
church.

Inside, much needed electrical work
was completed, including the installation of
new lighting in the sanctuary with dimmer
switches, lighting repaired and switches
replaced in the back stair leading to the




kitchen, and the removal of the old main
panel box in the workroom so that a new
square D breaker system could be installed.

Outside, in addition to our annual
cleanup and pruning of the flower beds,
many jobs were completed. The exterior of
the windows was scraped and repainted, in
addition to some doors. A new electrical
line from the outside mast into the panel
box was installed. Finally, the stumps from
the old trees were removed and a new
Memorial Garden was constructed.
Hopefully the garden will be fully planted by
Memorial weekend.

Thanks to all who helped with these and so
many other projects around the church.
